SCHOLARSHIP OPPORTUNITIES
UNDERGRADUATES
We offer the International Merit Scholarship  
to qualified students and this scholarship is 
worth $5,000 per academic year. Scholarship 
decisions are made by committee and are 
based on a review of the information in the 
application, including an essay, academic 
information, and extracurricular activities. 
Students who submit an application for fall 
admission by May 1 are eligible for this 
scholarship. Only students on F1  
status are eligible for this scholarship.
