The suite style provides four-person suites
(either two doubles or four singles) with a shared
common area, washroom facility and small food
preparation area (with fridge and microwave).

First-year residence guarantee

At Carleton, a double traditional room is
guaranteed to all new, first-year students entering
directly from high school—provided they receive
an offer of admission on or before May 15.
